A Quick Density Review

The Density of a substance is the amount of matter that is in a certain volume.

For example, how much grams of a substance are in one cm3 of the substance (g/cm3) or how many kilograms of the substance are in one Litre of the substance (kg/L)

All substances have their own density.

Density is a physical property.

To figure out the density of a substance:  Density = mass ( volume

Example problem:  A rock has a mass of 360 g and a volume of 

270 cm3.  What is its density?

Example problem:  The density of nickel is 8.9 g/cm3.  What is the volume of 500 g of nickel?
