

TASK:

In a group, of up to 3 members, your task is to create a ½ corkboard display that showcases a CURRENT EVENT, (within the past 3 months) news piece about a chemistry topic or advancement in chemistry, OR a display that showcases a possible CAREER in the chemistry field (if you are unsure of the application of the career to chemistry, feel free to check with your teacher). Your group is responsible for ALL materials, including a stapler!. When completing your display, make sure to keep in mind a few important things:
· the info on your chart must be visible to all students when posted in the room (i.e. the font size needs to be suitable)

· the word choice and terminology needs to be clear so that all students can clearly understand the main points stated

· all key points of the topic are covered adequately yet concisely

· as the display is visual, you need to consider the use of colour, pictures, etc
