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Bluevale Safety Rules
Working with your teacher …

1. Listen carefully to pre-lab instructions.

2. Prior to the start of the first lab, tell your teacher if you have any allergies, medical conditions, or wear contact lenses.
3. Know the location of the fire extinguisher, fire blanket, first-aid kit, and fire alarm.

4. If an accident occurs (e.g. spill, broken glass) inform your teacher immediately. Do NOT attempt to clean it up.

Starting an activity or investigation …

1. Read your lab sheet over.

2. Make sure ALL group members know what they are doing.

3. If you have questions, ask!
Acting responsibly …

1. Work carefully with a partner / group, and make sure your work area is clear.

2. Handle equipment and materials carefully.

3. When carrying equipment for an activity or lab, hold it carefully. Carry only ONE object or container at a time.

4. Be aware of others during labs or activities. Make room for students who may be carrying equipment to their lab benches.

5. Do NOT chew gum, eat, or drink during a lab or activity. Drinking water at your desk is okay.

6. Do NOT taste any substance or draw any material into a tube with your mouth.

7. Horseplay is never tolerated. You will not be allowed to participate in current and possibly future labs.
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Working with chemicals … 
1. Wear goggles!

2. Do not touch any chemicals with your hands.

3. If your skin comes into contact with chemicals follow teacher instruction for care (usually wash with soap and water).

4. If you get anything in your eye, flush it out immediately at the eyewash station.

5. Dispose of waste in waste beakers provided. 

Working with heat
1. When heating an item, wear safety goggles.

2. Tie long hair back.

3. Remove coats or hats.

4. Point the open end of a container that is being heated away from yourself and others.

5. Do NOT allow a container to boil dry.

6. Handle hot objects with appropriate tongs. Be especially careful with glass, hotplates, and metal objects.

7. If you use a Bunsen burner, make sure you understand FULLY how to light and use it safely.
8. If you do receive a burn, inform your teacher, and apply cold water to the burned area immediately.

Working with sharp objects …

1. Always cut away from yourself and others when using a scalpel or razor blade.

2. Always keep the pointed-end of scissors or any pointed object facing away from yourself and others if you have to walk with such objects.

3. Dispose of broken glass as your teacher directs.

Cleaning up in the science classroom …

1. Clean equipment before you put it away.

2. Wash and dry your lab bench.
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3. Wash your hands thoroughly after doing an activity or lab.
